GREENE COMPLEX 

Policies 
General

· Prior to accessing Greene Complex facilities, patrons must present their valid PBA or Greene Complex ID card to the attendant at the front desk in the lobby.
· All members and guests must adhere to the PBA standards of dress and personal appearance. Sport specific footwear and clothing must be worn in the Fitness Center and all activity areas at all times.
· Non-marking athletic shoes must be worn in all activity areas, except where appropriate for group exercise classes.

· All users must be at least 16 years of age to be eligible for membership at the Greene Complex

· Use of tobacco in any form is prohibited anywhere in the building or on Palm Beach Atlantic University grounds.

· Personal radios and other musical devices may only be used with headphones.

· Bicycles, skateboards, roller skates, and roller blades are not permitted in the building.

· Chewing gum or food is not permitted in activity areas.

· No pets are permitted, except for animals providing assistance to disabled visitors or patrons.

· Individuals who participate in Greene Complex activities do so at their own risk. Guests must sign a waiver at the front desk prior to admittance.
· Palm Beach Atlantic University and its employees are not responsible for lost, damaged, or stolen property.
Guests

· All guests must be accompanied by a member.

· All guests are required to follow the PBA dress code

· Guests (along with the member) must check in at the Member Services desk, present a photo ID, and pay a $5 guest fee in order to obtain a guest pass.

· Members are responsible for the conduct and actions of their guests, and must accompany them at all times.

· Members are responsible for equipment used by their guests.

· Guests intending to use the Fitness Center must be at least 18, and must provide proof of age upon request. Those under the age of 18 must be accompanied by either a parent or guardian. 

· Greene complex management reserves the right to refuse admittance to any guest.

· A guest pass is valid only on the day on which the pass was purchased (during operational hours). 

Lost and Found

· Any valuable items found within the Greene Complex will be taken to the Member Services desk. All items will be tagged (dated and place found) and held at the Member Services desk for one week. After the week, all items in lost and found will be donated to Good Will. Items such as wallets, purses, keys, cell phones, etc. will be forwarded to Campus Safety. Misplaced ID cards are taken to Campus Safety within a day.
